Weekly Dues 

The yearly Local dues 
for Troop 19 are $40.00, 
payable weekly ($1.00) 
at each meeting during 
the school year.  Dues 
are not collected during 
the summer.  BSA 
National Dues of $10.00 
are paid from the troop 
treasury.

ATTENDANCE POLICY 

This can be done by 
simply driving and 
chaperoning of scouts 
on campouts and 
activities. 
Please think about 
how you can best 
help!   You should plan 
to be present to hear 
Troop announcements 
around 8:45 p.m. on 
meeting nights just 
before picking up your 
Scout. 

Scouts will attend all 
Troop outings and 
activities unless they 
have a conflict with 
school, athletic, 
religious or formal 
family obligations.  
Advancement to the 
next rank requires a 
70% participation level 
in Troop meetings and 
events. 

Troop Policies 

There are several 
special activities during 
the year, which Scouts 
are required to attend 
as members of Troop 
19.  The important 
activities help to instill 
ideals in each scout.  
The required activities 
during each year are: 
 

Required Activities 

ADULTS ON OUTINGS- 

Dads, Moms and Legal 
guardians are invited 

and encouraged to 
camp with the troop.  
Adults tent and cook as 
their own patrol.  
Remember Scouting is 
for Boys--let them do 
the work, plan the trip, 
cook the meals, etc.  
Boys work as much as 
possible through the 
youth leadership.  This 
helps them to develop 
as leaders. 
We emphasize the 
patrol system and each 
Patrol must camp and 
work together as a 
group, adults too! 

MEDICAL FORMS 

The troop keeps the 
medical information on 
the application you filled 
out when your scout 
joins the troop.  Also, 
the activity permission 
slip requests current 
medical information and 
authorization for 
treatment.  A copy is 
kept by the Troop so 
prompt medical 

attention can be 
obtained for a Scout in 
case of an emergency. 

SPECIAL NEEDS 

The Scoutmaster 
should be notified in 
writing if a Scout has 
special medical needs, 
allergies, or medicines.  
If there is a potentially 
life threatening 
condition, please detail 
the situation personally 
to the Scoutmaster.

part of his religious or 
school activities.  The 
scout should be 
reaching out in new 
ways to help others 
within the community.

Troop 19 activities are 
designed to provide new 
experiences and 
challenges to Scouts.  
While safety is always a 
prime objective, our 
activities by their very 
nature involve a certain 
element of risk.  Troop 
policies for health and 
safety are based on The 
Guide to Safe Scouting. 
A few important things 
to remember for Scouts 
regarding transportation 
to and from events: 
• Permission slips are 

required for all 
events and must be 
signed and returned 
by the date indicated 
on the form.  This is 

Health & Safety 

Advancement through 
the ranks is one of the 
most important parts of 
Scouting.  The extent to 
which a boy participates 
in the advancement 
program largely 
governs the benefit he 
gains from membership 
and the length of time 
he stays in Scouting. 
Boys join the troop as a 
Scout and then 
advance through the 
ranks in the following 
order: Tenderfoot, 
Second Class, First 
Class, Star, Life and 
then Eagle.   
Advancement sign-offs 
for the first three ranks 
(Tenderfoot, 2nd Class 
and 1st Class) will be 
completed by registered

CHALLENGE:  

necessary to ensure 
proper patrol menu 
planning and to 
secure transportation.

• Scouts should be sure 
to carry on their 
person sufficient 
money for a meal or 
snack on the trip if 
this has been 
specified on the 
permission slip. It is 
not fair for drivers to 
pay for lunch or 
snacks and try to be 
reimbursed later. 

• Scouts should be 
careful in the cars--
they are guests of the 
driver. A "thank you" 
is appropriate and 

always appreciated by 
the driver.   
(A Scout is Courteous!). 

• Scouts are not to leave 
meetings or outings 
early without prior 
parental consent that 
should be 
communicated to the 
Scoutmaster. 

• Finally, friends of scouts 
who are not members of 
Troop 19 may attend an 
outing prior to joining 
with permission of the 
Scoutmaster. Climb a Mountain 

Committee Member and 
Assistant Scoutmaster. 
Patrol Leaders and 
Leadership Patrol 
members can also sign 
off scouts' requirements 
for Tenderfoot and 
Second Class. Scouts 
ready for sign-off sign 
up at the start of weekly 
meetings at the 
Scoutmaster's table and 
a leader will be 
assigned.

Scoutmaster 
Conference 

When all requirements 
are completed for a 
particular rank, the 
Scout requests a 
conference with the 
Scoutmaster.  After 
discussions with the 
scout, the Scoutmaster 
can recommend the 
scout to the Board. 

Board of Review 

The purpose of a Board 
of Review is to fix the 
Scout's experiences in 
his memory and to let 
the Scout express his 
understanding of each 
requirement in his own 
words.  It is not the 
intent of the Board to

Uniform Policy 
The Troop 19 hat is the 
only hat permitted when in 
uniform.  The PLC may, 
however, decide to which 
activities the hat is to be 
worn. 

The troop does have a 
troop T-shirt which is 
available to all troop 
members.  This t-shirt is 
considered part of a 
Class B Uniform along 
with scout pants/shorts, 
belt and troop hat.  On 

occasion the PLC will 
notify the scouts that 
the Class B uniform can 
be worn at certain 
activities. 
The troop maintains a 
supply of recycled 
uniforms that the scouts 
have outgrown.  They 
are available to 
everyone.  Donations of 
outgrown uniforms are 
welcomed.

(no other hat is 
permitted when in 
uniform)
