Handwashing Station
MATERIALS NEEDED:

􀀹 Plastic jug or other unbreakable container

-Acceptable plastic containers include bottled water, juices, fruit drink, and syrup containers. Milk jugs are breeders of bacteria and they may not be used. Bleach containers may also not be used.

􀀹 Medium size nail or ice pick to make holes

􀀹 Soap - small bar or liquid soap pump, non-perfumed, low-sudsing. 
􀀹 Nylon stocking (knee-high or cut-off)

􀀹 3-5 foot piece of twine or thin rope
TO MAKE:

1. Wash container thoroughly, rinse and air dry.

2. Puncture one hole in the center of the cap and one hole in the top of the handle, off the seam.

3. Place a small piece of soap or pump-type liquid soap in knee-high nylon stocking.

Option: Draw a hand, mark a refill line about one inch from the bottom around the jug, and label as handwash.

Use a grease pencil or indelible marker.

TO SET UP:

Hang from a tree limb that is easily reachable or build a tripod (useful camp gadget)
ALTERNATIVES:

Use anti-bacterial gel (waterless)

Disadvantages: Gel will not clean dirt; may cause dry skin
